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Dear Friends, 
 
T4T is no exception to the economic hardships that manifested in 2008.  Last year, computer donations 
were fewer than in years past, yet our community needs have been greater than ever.  As you read this 
report, please keep in mind how integral a role T4T plays in bridging the digital divide.  Please consider 
the advantages of donating your out-of-service technology equipment for reuse; I know it won’t take long 
to realize how big a difference it can make for someone less fortunate than you are. 
 
Take a moment to think of the things you use a computer for...  Imagine how challenging it would be to 
get ahead in life if you didn’t have access to a computer to search for a job, send off your résumé, re-
search your schoolwork, obtain medical information, or pay your bills to name a few?  Think about it, in 
today’s world, people who don’t have convenient access to connected computer technology are being left 
behind. 
 
Last September we provided our 10,000th computer to the community in our 11 years of service.  Ac-
cording to our records, a refugee family from Iraq sponsored by Passage Home received it.  That is pretty 
awesome to know that over 10,000 T4T computers have helped needy families, after-school programs, 
food banks, soup kitchens, homeless shelters, libraries, senior centers, and medical services.  When you 
donate a computer, T4T refurbishes it for a nonprofit to help increase their operating efficiency, deliver 
services more effectively, and enhance their ability to leverage funds and other resources.  Or simply, 
that donated computer may go to help a child in a low-income family unlock the wonders of the Internet. 
 
Many thanks go to our sponsors and donors which will be highlighted in the following pages.  Looking 
ahead to 2009, we are asking for your donations to help us help our community.  We need more caring 
businesses and individuals to donate their out-of-service technology instead of sending it to a scrap com-
pany.
