IN 2010. A TOTAL OF 1,729 COMPUTER SYSTEMS WERE REFURBISHED WITH THE HELP OF 215 VOLUNTEERS WHO
PROVIDED MORE THAN 1,200 HOURS OF SERVICE. OUT OF THESE RESULTS WERE SCHOOLS WHO UPGRADED EIGHT-
YEAR-OLD COMPUTERS IN THEIR LABS AND CLASSROOMS WITH OUR REFURBISHED THREE-YEAR-OLD ONES, NON-
PROFITS OPERATING ON SHOESTRING BUDGETS ACQUIRED LAPTOPS FOR THEIR SOCIAL WORKERS, AND MANY
YOUTH IN FOSTER CARE NOW OWN THEIR OWN COMPUTER AND GET TO TAKE IT WITH THEM AS THEY MOVE THEIR
LIFE FORWARD.

IN 2011, WE SET A GOAL TO REFURBISH 2,000 COMPUTERS. MANY OF THESE 2,000 COMPUTERS WILL GO TO
SCHOOLS & EDUCATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS, AND AS IN YEARS PAST, WE WILL ALWAYS HELP UNITED WAY PARTNER
AGENCIES. THIS YEAR, WE LOOK FORWARD TO HELPING MORE AGENCIES AND SCHOOLS THAN EVER BEFORE, AND
MOST IMPORTANTLY, WE LOOK FORWARD TO YOUR CONTINUED SUPPORT SO, TOGETHER, WE CAN MAKE A DIFFER-
